Rules,2011(Annexure Two)

3. School will give permission to children belonging to the weaker section and bound group near
school, in the first class, up to limit of at least 25% of the number of students in that class and
will give them free and compulsory education. In case of compliance with this standard even in
the case of pre-primary classes.
